Rules and procedures of NSSA and ASSA will be observed 
during this registered shoot. 

Any protest of a referee’s decision must be made on the 
field before the shooter moves to the next staƟon. A Pro-
test commiƩee will be formed uƟlizing experienced shoot-
ers in aƩendance that will rule on all protests. 

Score sheets must be signed by a member of the squad be-
fore leaving field.  Shooters are responsible for verifying 
that classes entered and scores shot are correctly posted. 
Scores become final five minutes prior to shoot offs for that 
event. Shooters are responsible for ensuring they are en-
tered in the proper class, desired events, concurrents, purs-
es and opƟons.
